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ABSTRACT
Purposes

The purpoées of this regearch were to study the
disciplinary transaression.and their causes of Prathﬁm Suksa five
students in school unde¥ ‘the auspices of the Bangkok Primary
Education Office, including the comparison of the disciplinary

transgression between male and female students.

Research Hypothesis

The hypothesis off thel research was: the disciplinary

transgression of the male fand femalgystudents issdifferent.
Procedures

The subjects were 450 Prathom Suksa five students in
schools under the auspices of ths Bangkok Primary Education
Of fice, academic year 2525, composed of 225 male students and
225 female students. The subjects were selected by using the

simple random sampling-technique.



The instrument was a questionnaire concerning the student
disciplinary transgression and their causes. The questionnaire
was composcd of 4 groups of students' misdisciplinary behaviors
in dressing, in learning, and in conforming to the rules of the

school.

The obtained data was analyzed by using percentage, means,

standard deviation and t-test teChhigue.
Results

The research sgLesults have indicated that:

1. The digciplinary transgression of Prathom Suksa five
students ranking {rom thc highest to the lower mean in the firstl
5 order were rudely speaking-; being impolite to friends j; not
accomplishing the assigned work in, time ; mocking or annoying

friends ;3 and talking or playing loudly in the classrooms.

The research-findings have alsc peointed out that the
male students and the female students haVe also committed the

same misbhehaviors _.in the first five order.

2. Theldauseés of [the discinlinary trangression of the
Prathom Suksa five students under the auspices ‘©of the Bangkok
Primary Office’ were!duelto the students themselves./first. The
other reasons were due th their unexpectation, unintention, the
teachers instruction, the school rules, the environment, including

~ the economic status of the family, respectively.

3. The male and female students have committed the
following disciplinary transgression differently at the .05

statistical significant level: grabing things from friends



without their permission, verbal threatening, rudely speaking,
~teasing parents names, telling a lie to the teachers, eating
candies alonqg the road, exprcssimg impolite manner to friends,
teasinag or picking on friends, cating candies in the classroon,
ftighting wilth 1riends,throwinq aarbage everywhere, leaving the
shirt rim outside the shorts, or wearing very short skirt,
dressing impolitely, forgelting e do homework, not bringing
learnina aids to scheol, doina othcrsthings while the teacher
were teachina, copying.their|friends' homework, reading cartoon
wﬁi]n lTearning, micking orf taasing fricends while the teachers
were teaching, not being finterested in learning the dislike
subjects, making jokKecs during the learnina period, do not
purposcfuly doind the @assianed worx, do'not finishing work in
time, verbal interfering while the teachers were speaking, not
handincg in the assigned work in time, kﬁocking desks or stamping
on the floor wWhile lecarning not' obeying the teachers' order,
destroyina the Gchool properties, not willing to behave according
to the school rules, ovoiding their cleaning duty and talking
or playing loudly in, the classroom. As for the disciplinary
transgression-whichithe male land female |student had performed
undifferently at the .05 statisticalwsignificant’ level were the
followind: wearing long’ hair™ than 'the 'stated!schoel rule,
forgetting to brina homework to school, coming to school late

and not qoing to school.
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
