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The research on “The Presentation of New Millennium in Weekly News Magazines” examines at
length two weekly news magazines, namely, Matichon Weekend Magazine and The Nation Weekend
Magazine. A total of 102 magazines, 51 of each, are studied throughout a period of one year (January-
December 1999). The research method focuses on content analysis of the presentation of new millennium in
both magazines. Included in the methodology is in-depth interview of the personnel involved, e.g. academics,
magazine editors, columnists, reporters etc.

Besides, it is also found that both magazines apply the vocabularies that convey the meaning of
millennium in their titles or main bodies. Such words include sa-has-sa-wat, Y2K, millennium, 2000 A.D., the
2000 era etc. The aim is to attract the attention of the readers. Matichon Weekend Magazine has 31 titles
while The Nation Weekend Magazine has 72 titles of this kind.
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
