4 and MS.| B (students);) {tem)analyses were per-
formed. Good items were selected from each form on the basis of item
difficulty and discrimination, and combined into a single form of 100
items.

This test was post-tested with the samples of 214 MS. 3 students,
202 MS. 4 students and 215 MS. 5 stwdents. Item difficulty, item dis-
crimination, means, standard deviations, standard errors of means, re-~

liability and standard efrors of measurement were calculated.
Results

An English proficiency test in writing was produced. The major
findings from the post test were that 69 items were good for all levels
with the remainder good for some levels. The means of the three levels
were 35.724, 45.663 and 48.9826 respectively. After the t-ratios were
calculated to determine the différeﬁce between the.means of the three
levels it came out that MS.3 was different from MS. 4, MS. 4 was dif-
ferent from MZ.-5 and MS.. 5.was, different from.MS. 3.. As for the re-

liability of the test items, theéy were satisfactorily high at all levels.
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
