The climatological data indicated that the relative humidity slightly varied
in these regions all year (Figure 3.2). Three seasons were observed, i.e. the rainy
season, the winter season and the summer season. Study Site in Pharphayom District,
Phatthalung Province has a highest average annual rainfall, and only two seasons were

observed, i.e. the rainy season, and the summer season.
