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ABSTRACT
Purposes
The purposes of this research were

1. To study the opinions of social studies teachers
concerning their roles in moral development according to the lower
secondary school social studies curriculum., Those roles were
teaching in the classroom, managing co-eurricular activities, and

interacting with the studénts outside of the classroom.

2. To compare the opinions of the social studies teachers
who taught in government schools, private schools and church

affiliated schools.,
Procedures

One set of ‘questionnaires consisting of three “types of
items :-'multiple choice, rating scale and open-ended was constructed
and sent to 450 social studies teachers which were randomly sampling
from 15 government schools, 15 private schools and 15 church
affiliated schools in Bangkok Metropolis, Eighty-eight percent of
the questionnaires were sent back from the social studies teachers
in government schools, eighty-five percent from those in private

schools and seventy-sex percent from the samples in church affiliated



schools.

The data were then processed and analyzed through the use
of an IBM computer (Statistical Package for the social Sciences :
SPPS) at the Computer Service Center, Chulalongkorn University, to
obtain percentages, arithmetic means, standard deviations and One-
way Analysis of Variance. The results were presented by tables and

explanation.
Findings :
The findings of sthis research were as follows :

1. Three groups of the social studies teachers expressed
their high level of opimions concerning their roles in moral
development by teaching idin the classroom through the following

techniques :

1.1 Teaching moral as a seperate subject and teaching
by integrating with other related social studies -subjects.

1.2 Emphasizing the application of knowledge and
desirable attitudes development as instructional objectives.

1.3" Arranging the sequence of contents in accordance
with the curriculum and related_.to the cuxrent events.

1.4 | Teaching by (Inguiry technique.

1.5 Using newspapers, radio and television as
instructional materials.

1.6 Evuluating students' moral development by
emphasizing the daily life application,

1.7 Evaluating through objective~type tests, and

observing the students' behaviors in general.



2. Concerning their roles in moral development through
managing co-curricular activities and having interaction with the
1
students outside of the classroom, the three groups of social

studies teachers agreed at high level of opinions about the

following roles :

2.1 Planning and participating in students activities.

2.2 Providing opportunitiee for students to participate
in students activities volumtecrly,

2.3 Managing such activities as Social Studies Club,
the Buddhist Club and'the/Thai Cultural Club,

2.4 Making bulletin boards, exhibitions showing
religious ceremonies or religions special days and classroom
cleaning competetions.

2.5 Evaluating students' activities by emphasizing
the daily life application, attitudes, faith and devotion of the
students.

2.6 Using tests to evaluate the students activities
at the end of the semester.

2,7 'Helping the students)in solving their personal
problems.

2.8 /Solving the students' personal problems co-
operatively with their parents.

2,9 Punishing the problem students by admonishing
them and reporting to their parents.

2.10 Showing admiration of well behaved students

publicly.

3. When comparing the opinions of three groups of the

samples concerning their roles in moral development by teaching



in the classroom, there were no significant differences at the

0.05 level about the following roles :- teaching moral as a seperate
subject and teaching by integrating with other related social
studies subjects, arranaging the sequence of contents in accordance
with the curriculum and related to the current events, instructional
activities, utilizing various teaching techniques and also tests

and evaluation techniques.

4, When comparing the opinions of three groups of the
samples concerning theixsroles in moral development through
managing co-curricular activities and having interaction with the
students outside the classroomy there were no significant
differences at the 0.05 level about the following roles :-
managing and evaluating students extra=-curricular activities,
and utilizing of reinforcement to encourage the students moral

growth,
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
