Findings 3

1. The Policy of Preparing Bachelor Degree Teachers.

Most Administrators in, teacher training institutions
stated that the policy of preparing bachelor degree teachers concen-
trated in 3 studentd' qualifications ¢ depth of knowledge, teaching
abillty and good teacher characteristic. Specialized subject
matters and Professional Education were the ‘area of Program that
were essentials in the Curricula. However the poliecy of preparing
bachelpr degree teéachers lacked the unity because each teacher
training institution took the policy from different administrative
offices; Soothe administrators recommended that there' should be
cooperation among teacher training institutions,

2. Academic qualifications of social studies teachers which
were needed by secondary schools;

Most government secondary school administratqrs and social

studies department heads prefered social studies teachers who méjored

lower and upper secondary education level and could teach other

Most soeial studies department heads thought that social
studies teachers should kmow the subject matters deeply the Civie

Mogt students peafered social studies teachers who knew
the subject matters deeply and could make them understand the
current issues.

Most instructors of method of teaching social studies
stated that there should be cooperation among teacher training
institutions in revising the curricula of soeial! studies teacher
training institutions.

Most instructors of the method of teaching social studies
and sooial studies~teachers-state thatothe! essential subject in the
éurrioula were the @eaching Method, Education Measurement and Evalu-
ation and Instructionsl Materials: 0 But) goverfiiert secondary school
administrators and social studies department heads stated that the
essential subjects in the Curricula were Curriculum And Teaching and
learning at the Secondary Education level, Teaching Method and
Ihstrudtional Materials; The social studies teéchers state that the

major field of study should compogse ©f one major subject and one



minor subject. They thcught that there should be add number of
credit for the Civic affairs and Ethic content.
4. The Opinions Concerning the Social Studies Placement.

A1l samples showed the agreement that the social studies
teachers should teach their major subject; 15~18 periods rer week,
A yeariy inservice training ecourses, for soeizl studies teachers
could serve as an academie inmprovement for them.

The Opiniong of government secondary school administrators
and sooial studies department heads, concerning the criteria in
assigning works to socigl studies teacherss have to do with arranging
teachers in accordance with their background knowledge; pPlacement of
assigned subject areas, experience and ability.

Most of social studies department heads agreed that the
main pfoblem in working with s0cial studies teschers was their lack

of responsibility.
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
