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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this thesis are to study the background
of knowledge of the graduates of the Bachelor's Program and the
Master's Program and their motivation to choose library science as
a major field of study; to conduct a survey of their professional
status after graduatioﬁ including the characteristics and the

types of work, the application of knowledge in the petformance of
'their jobs and|the problems encountered byl.them; to invesfigate
their continuing studies and to get their‘attitudes and suggestions

in all aspects made to the Lib¥ary Science' Department.

The research methods used in this thesis are documentary
research and survey. Questionnaires were sent out to 75 graduates
of the Bachelor's Program and 89 graduates of the Master's Progtam.

56 answered questionnaires (74.66 %) were returned from



graduates of the Bachelor‘*s Program, end 79 answered questionnaires

(88,76 %) from graduates of the Master's Program.
Research results conclude as follows:

All the graduates of Bachelot's Program and the Master’s
Program (94.94 %) are.female. ‘The average age of gradua;es of
" the Bachelor's Program i 24.95 years old and the Master's Program
is 32.13 years old: Graduates of the Bachelor's Program had the
same background of Enowledge and almost the same age while studying
in the department, /But the background of knowledge and the age of
graduates in the Master's Program varied to great extent, The
majority of graduates of the Master's Program had already received

the Bachelor’s degree in the humanities. “

The major motivation to study library gcience of the
majority of the graduates of the Bachelor's Program (73.21 7% and
71.43 %) were thei? reading habits/and the aﬁailability of library
job, As for the'graduates of the Master's Program, the majority
(46.84.. % and 39.24 %) _chose this subject because 6f their reading

habits and ‘the desire 'to incrzase professional’ knowledge

At present, the majority of the graduates of the Bachelor's
‘Program become govermment officials; the major positions are
1ibrarians (67.85 %) and faculty mesbers ér college officials
working in the libraries (7.14 Z). The majority of the graduates

of the Master's Program beeosmg: government officials; - . &} sriexr

the major positions are librariams (36,70 %), faculty members or
college officials working in the libraries (30.37 %) and faculty
members teaching library science (12,66 Z) . The highest number of
the graduates of both groups (86.37 % and 67,12 %) gave the reasons
of pérforming library profession in which they could apply

professional knowledge.

-Nowadays, the majowdity of the graduates of the Bachelor's
Program (86.27 Z) work in the field of library sciegce. The highest
number of them (51.79 %) afe librariang in college and university
libraries. The majority of the graduates of tﬂe Master's Program
(9&.41 %) work in the figld of library science as faculty members
or college officials working in'college and urniversity libraries
(34.18 %) and as librarians in college and university libraries

(32,91 %).

The duties performed by the highest number of-the graduates
of the Bachelor®s Program working in the libraries are the
administration (43018(%) [ the) classification ldnd cataloging of
books (43.}8 %) ‘end do every type of work (43,18 %). The duties
performed by the gtaduates of the Master s Program is the

administration in highest number (47.61 Z).

Graduates of the Bachelor'’s and the Master's Program
applied professional knowledge studied from the department to
perform thelr duties in various types of libraries moderately and
greatly on the average. They encountered problems moderately and

less on the average. They were satisfied with jobs moderately.



The majority of the graduates cf the Bachelor's Program
(70.46 %) never participated in the special activities but the
majority of the graduates of the Master's Program (93.15 %) are
members of professional or learned associations and participated
in their activities. A small number of graduates of both groups
participating in the special activities were elected to serve on

their executive boards.

A small number ofsthe graduates of the Bachelor's Program
(13.64 %) produced publigations all in the form of scholarly
articles but the highést number of the graduates of the Master's
Program (54.79 %) produced publications in the form of text books
and scholarly‘articles. Moreover, the graduates of the Bachelor's
and the Master's Programs (13.64 7 and 54.79 %) were invited to

serve as resource persons in library science.

After graduating from the department, the graduates of the
Bachelor’s Program (22,57 %) and the Master's Program (8.86 %)

furthered their studies mostly in the-field of-library science.

Graduates of the Bachglor's and the Master's Program of
both librarian groups‘'and other professional groups greatly on the
average, wanited the department to provide them with more educational
activites and sefvices in order to help them in their works. They
also suggest the depgrtment to improve curriculum, teaching process

teaching staff, educational activities and thesis writing.



Recommendations:

1, The department should provide the orientation program
for the library science's students in both levels as a guidance
throughout the course of study. Mg is also to pave way for a good
attitude towards this subject at the becinning.

2, The departuent should increase the time schedule for
some subjects that are dntensively used in performing library work
such as the classification and cataloging of books; the field work
and the library administration so that the students of both levels
should have more training in those subiects, |

3., The instructors.should evaluate their teaching at the
end of every course in oxder to improve the subject matter and
teaching process,

4, The department should encourage the instructors to
produce text bocks especially for the Bachelor's Program so that
library science will be more widely studied.

5. Short'courses of library science should be regularly
opened for.librarians_ and interested persons whose work related to
libraty science so that they can improve themselves and their works,

6. The result of research reported here should contribute
in future as a guideline to improve curriculum, the organization
in various aspects 86 as to be of assistance to graduates in both

levels in their library work.
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
