ABSTRACT
The Objectives

The objectives were to study the outputs of Adult
Vocational Education program and its plans for the future,
to find out its cost of operation, its problems and to collect
the factors which contributed to the effectiveness of this
program,

Procedures

The method of this study was an opinion surveye.
First the facts and figures about Adult Vocational Education
wexre and, the works of the previous researchers were studied,
Then separate questionaires were sent to one handred thirty
six adult vocational schools and twenty seven mobile trade
training units. To further substantiate the reliability of
the study personal interviews and visitations to the schools
were conducted, -

Conclusions

The study indicated the 42,64 of the Adult Vocational
administrators and teachers had certificates in Secondary
Education, There were a little more males than females,

Most teachers were under 35 years of age and 59.,3% of them
had been in the civil service less than five years.

More than 50% of students were in handicraft trades,
dressmaking cosmetology and hairdressing and food=preparation.
About 40% were in industrial trades, automechanics, electricity,
radio and television répairs and welding. The rest were in
business, book~=keeping, typing, Thai music and drawing, etc.

The courses might be 3, 5 or 6 months long, Most
graduated students could perform their jobs satisfactorilye.
‘The average cost of training per head per course in the Adult
Vocational schools was 250 bahte.



The problems were as followsgm -uo.o”

Equipment was scare and not in good condition

Students had various back ground in general education,
therefore it was difficult for teachers to teach,
Overtime and personal welfare were a minimm,

About 91% of the administrators and teachers who answered
the Questionaires agreed that the government investment in Adult
Vocational Education was worthy and its expansion was reguired,

The reason was that it would give less educated people the opportu-
nities to study and be trained in trade and thus decrease the
problem of unemployment and indirectly reduce crime,

Only 9% of the teachers thought that the scheme was not
very good as it stood at that time and should be improved before it
vas put into effect or expanded,
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
