It was noted that non@f@ﬁfthesqiééﬁluation methods conformed with

learning evaluation prihcip]es. This is because thé;;were not aimed to

evaluate the 1mprovemegt of the learning-teaching ach&evement but to provide
the data for the admlnlstrators to be examined, as well as to meet administra-
tors' goals and policy. In addition, the findings indicated that, in
administering evaluatién| by testing), teachgrs showed) the lack of good

testing procedure, ’

Teachexs ', evaluating.behaviors.described above. resulkted from many
factors. The important ones cengisted of high expectation 1n'l¢9rning achiave-
ment from administrators, and the lack of continuing supervision and
follow w«:up programs from supervisors and administrators. Other factors
included : less attention from parents in evaluating their children's learning
achievement, and students'less attention, less enthusiasm and less motivation

in learning.
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
