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Group B streptococcus infection in pregnancy has been implicated in several adverse
pregnancy outcomes , including preterm delivery and prematurely rupture of membranes. Serious
neonatal infection such as neonatal sepsis , meningitis and pneumonia has been reporfed as
well. Infrapartum antibiotic prophylaxis decreases neonatal colonization and early-onset neonatal
sepsis. However , there is no consensus regarding the most efficacious prevention strategy.
Either a risk-based or a screening-based approach should be utilized to identify woman to be

given intrapartum antibiotic prophylaxis.
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
