The 15gfactors affecting the oroblem solving decisions were former
knowledge and experiences, sex, personalities, attitudes, ,toward problem
solving, sunsatisfied consequences jreceiwved ,~engagement imn activities of
interest,\wedkness. in\fighting, £following of the models,|accepting of the
adult advikces, the rples being assigned, cultural rules or regulations,
family status and child rearing, and states of being an urban or a rural
community.
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
