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ABSTRACT

This study examined parental influences on children’s academic achieve-
ment, educational aspiration and self-concept. The Inventory of Parental Influence
was administered to prathom suksa 5 students and their parents. Path analysis
indicated that parental pressure, help, and monitoring/time management were
negatively related to children’s academic achievement, whereas psychological
support and press for intellectual development were positively related to children’s
achievement. Parental pressure had negative effect on children’s self-concept,
whereas psychological support had positive effect. Children’s educational
aspiration was influenced by the educational level of the father, academic
achievemerit, parental expectation, and parental income. The educational level of
the mother had direct and indirect effect on their children’s academic achievement.
