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The purpose of this research was to study (1) the relationships between
the socio-economic status and the access to lower secondary schools (2) the
relationships between the learning achievement and the access to lower
secondary schools, and (3) the relationships between the socio-economic status,
learning achievement and the access to lower secondary schools. The samples
were 345 first-year students of the secondary schools in Changwat
Nakhon Ratchasima in the academig, 2533, and 325 guardians of the six-grade
