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While the analysis of a person's body can be carried out in the
framework of the analysis of physical things, taking into consideration
the fact that a human body is a living thing which is different from non
living things, a person's mind retains many features inexplicable by
materialist theories. It may be said that a human being is composed of
two radically different parts, namely, the body which is material, and
the mental aspects collectlvely i mind.
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
