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ABSTRACT

Purposes

1. To study the opinions of elementary school graduates,
academic year 1983, in Changwat Phitsanulok concerning the usefulness
of contents in the area of Life Experiences for aaily living.

2. To study the utilization of contents in the area of Life

Experiences, according to the opinions of elementary school graudates.

Procedure

The subjects of this study were 154 elementary school graduates,
~ academic year 1983, in Changwat Phitsanulok. These subjects were selected
by using the multi-stage random sampling techniques. The research
instruments were interview forms interviewing the elementary school
graduates. The data were statistically analyzed by using percentages,

means and standard deviations.

Results

for daily living: Physical and Mental Health, Economics’and Earning
Living, and Thai Nation were at the high level; whereas Human and
Environment was at the middle level. 1In conclusion, the opinions of
elementary school graduates concerning the usefulness of contents in
the area of Life Experiences for daily living in each content were
as follows:

1.1 Physical and Mental Health, The means of opinioné of
elementary school graduates concerning the usefulness of this content
for daily living were 17 contents at the high level and 4 contents
at the middle level. Selected Good and Cheap Food gains the highest
means; while Food that Should be Avoided gains the lowest means.

1.2 Human and Environment. The means of opinions of
elementary school graduates concerning the usefulness of this content
for daily living were 15 contents at the high level and 13 contents
at the middle level. Making Pure Water For Consuming gains the
highest means; while Reflect and Refrat Light gains the lowest means.

1.3 Thai Nation. The means of opinions of elementary
school graduates concerning the usefulness of this content for daily
living were 12 contents at the high level and 6 contents at the middle
level. OQualifications of Good Family Members gains the highest means;
while Role and Duty of Members Towards the Community gains the lowest
means.

1.4 Economics and Earning Living. The means of opinions
of elementary school graduates concerning the usefulness of this
content for daily living were 10 contents at the high level and 4
contents at the middle level. Problem-Solving of Inefficent Rice
Farming gains the highest means; while Using and Keeping the Weighing-

Machine gainn the lowest means.




2. Elementary school graduates of the 76.19, 6&.81, 64.86

and 60.90 percentages used to apply the contents in the area of Life
experiences concerning Physical and Mental Health, Human and
Environment, Thai Nation, and Economics and Earning Living respectively
for daily living. 1In conclusion of the contents in the area of Life
Experiences concerned,it has been found that contents which are mostly
applied by elementary school graduates are as follows:

2.1 Physical and Mental Health: Cleaning and Caring for
Clothing and Other Personal Belongings.

2.2 Human and Environment: Preserving the Life of Clothing.

2.3 Thai Nation: Qualifications of Good Family Members.

2.4 Economics and Earning Living: Appropriate Use of

Leisure Time for Both Self and Family.

3. The 39.10 percentages of elementary school graduates hever
applied the contents in the area of Life Experiences concerning Economics
and Earning Living for daily living. The reasons given by 16.46
percentages of elementary school graduates were that they had no
opportunity to apply it. The 35.14, 32.19 and 23.81 percentages of
them had not apply the contents of Thai Nation, Human and Environment,
and Physical and Mental Health respectively in the area of Life
Experiences for daily living. For the same reason, the 15.98, 13.68
and 10.79 percentages of them all never think about the contents.

In conclusion of the contents in the area of Life Experiences that
most elementary school graduates never applied in their daily living,
and their reasons of never apply each content from the mentioned area

which gained the highest rank were as follows:

3.1 Physical and Mental Health: Infant ané Child
Rearing, which they reasoned that they lack of opportunity to apply
the content.
3.2 Human and Environment: Soap and Shampoo Making,
which they reasoned that they had forgotten the content and method.
3.3 Thai Nation: Defense of Country and Feeling of National
Pride, which they reasoned that they had no opportunity to deal.
3.4 Economics and Earning Living: Grouping and Co-operation,

which they reasoned that they had no opportunity to apply the content.
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
