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The purpose of the research was to compare the actuality and the
expectation of the school health environment management as perceived by the
secondary school administrators under the jurisdiction of the Department of
General Education, Educational Region Twelve.

The 120 questionnaires concerning nine areas of school health
environment were sent to school administrators of 120 schools in the
educational region twelve which 82.5% of them were returned. The data were
then analyzed by means of percentages, means, standard deviations. The t-test
were applied to determine the difference between the actual states and the
expected states.

The findings revealed as follows:

The school administrators perceived five areas of school health
environment management to be at the good level. They were the areas of
classrooms and materials, school buildings, school location, the management
for mental health promotion atmosphere, and school safety. The school
administrators perceived four areas of school health environment management
to be at the medium level. They were the areas of water supply and drainage,
field and school ground, school annex and first aid room, and toilets.

The school administrators expected the total nine areas of school
health environment management to be at the good level. They were the
management for mental health promotion atmosphere, field and school ground,
school safety, school annex and first aid room, school location, toilets,
water supply and drainage, classrooms and materials, and school buildings.

There was a statistically significant difference at the .05 level
between the actuality and the expectation of a school health environment as
perceived by secondary school administrators which their expectation was
higher than the actuality.
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
