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A Synthesis of Research on Buddhist Concepts and
Life Satisfaction and Lottery Gambling among Thai People

Vanchai Ariyabuddhiphongs

ABSTRACT

This paper summarizes and synthesizes six studies conducted in two streams of research.
The first stream deals with Buddhist concepts and life satisfaction, whereas the second stream
examines cognitive bias and lottery gambling among Thai people. The purpose of the paper is to
present a conceptual framework that shows the relationships between Buddhist concepts and life
satisfaction, and cognitive bias and lottery gambling, and to point out the policy, and theoretical

Pz

and research implications.

Results of the studies in the first stream of research on Buddhist concepts show that
money consciousness is related to violation of the Buddhist five precepts; that belief in merit and
belief in the next life are related to merit making and life satisfaction; and that subjective wealth
mediates the relationship between observance of the Buddhist five precepts and happiness. Results
of the studies on the second stream of research on lottery gambling among Thai people show that
cognitive bias, superstition, money consciousness, materialism, and family members’ and friends’
gambling are related to frequency and amounts of lottery gambling; that hope, superstition, and
family members’ and friends’ gambling are related to frequency and amounts of lottery gambling;
and that near miss, gambler’s fallacy, and entrapment are related to frequency and amounts of

lottery gambling.

The synthesis of the study results yields a model depicting causal relationships between
Buddhist concepts and life satisfaction, and cognitive bias and lottery gambling, that has policy,
and theoretical and research implications. Government organizations may use the model to guide
their policies concerning the promotion of Buddhism. Government agencies that regulate lottery
gambling may use the model to design measures to prevent excessive lottery gambling among
Thai people. Buddhist concepts may be made operational into instruments to assess attitudes and
behaviors. Researchers may use Buddhist concepts such as greed, anger, delusion, and violation

of Buddhist five precepts to examine the relationships between Buddhist concepts and behaviors.
