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A Research and Development of The Learning Evaluation Sys-
tem for Students in Distance Education System

ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to (1) identify factors associated
with learning evaluation system for students in distance education system
(2) test the learning and evaluation system developed for students in distance
education system, and (3) propose the suitable and practicable learning and

evaluation system for students in distance education system.

The sources of data under phase 1 consisted of 22 faculty members, 192
graduates, 210 students from the only university providing distance education
in Thailand, and 15 specialists in measurement and evaluation. Those who
provide information for phase 2 of the study comprised 174 undergraduate and
22 graduate students and those providing information for phase 3 are 9
specialists in measurement and evaluation. The data were gathered using
interview, self-respond to questionnaires as well as record and documentation
of secondary data. Frequency, percentage, t-test and F-test were utilized for
analysis of quantitative data while content analysis was used for the qualitative
data.

The research results indicated that the suitable and practicable of the
learning evaluation system for students in distance education system comprised
of 3 sub-systems. Firstly, the instructional sub-system comprises two components;
namely, Instruction design, and instruction management. Secondly, the learning
evaluation sub-system comprises four components; namely, evaluation
planning, evaluation design, evaluation activity management, and information
system. And thirdly, the feedback system, comprising four components; namely, manage-

ment, feedback quality, evaluation report, and evaluation wutilization.

The research suggested that individual feedback may be planned for
small enrollment subject and group feedback may be for large enrollment.
The institution providing distance education may develop automatic

machine-feedback and all possible feedback be stored at a central unit of the

institute.
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
