The objectives of this research were to investigate the state and
problems of teachers in schools in Bangkok Metropolis in using books to
build daily experiences, to create additional activities that encourage
reading, and their provision of physical environment.

The findings of the research were as follows :

l. Concerning the use of books to build children's daily experiences,
the teachers' objective was to stimulate the children's physical, emotional,
social, and intellectual development. The books were mainly pictorial and
were used during the circle time as part of story telling, After finishing,
the books, the teachers allowed children to ask questions. The problem was
lack of budget to purchase books.

2, Concerning the use of books to create additional activities to
stimulate children's interest in books, the teachers® objective was to
promote children reading habit. The performed activities were story telling.
After finishing the activities, the teachers discussed with the children
abput advantages of the activities. The problem was the teachers' lack of
time to prepare the activities due to their other work responsibility .

3. The adjustment of physical environment to stimulate reading was

mainly done by providing enough light and good circulation in the classrooms.
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
