ABSTRACT

This research is a study of the concept of value in the
northeastern poetical literature as illustrated in the following
works: Kalaket, Nok irachok (the Sparrow), Thaw Khamson and Inthiyan
Son Luk (Inthiyan's Instruction to his Daughters)

The thesis is divided into four chapters: +the first, or
introductory chapter, gives the general historical and cultural
background which has a positive influence on the promotion of literary
works of the northeast., In addition, the classification of literary
works is discussed, based on the contents of the works and the modes
of trensmission., This chapter also sets the scope and the procedure
of the present study.

The sccond chapter deals with the prosody employed in the
literary works of the northeast.

The third chapter then goes on describing the specific
forms of poetry found in each of the four works under the present
study, namely, Kalaket, Nok Krachok, Thaw Khamson and Inthiyan Son
Luk., This chapter also discusses fully the employment of similes

known as Phaya, which in a sense is characteristic of the Literary work of
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the hortheast.‘ The analysis of the 4 works, each with a different
motive, then follows.

The writer then goes on describing the beliefs and other
values as found in these literary works which reflect the culture
of the northeast.

The last chapter is a conclusion of the study of Kalaket,
Nok Krachok, Thaw Khamson and Inthiyan in which the beauty of
style in dialectical expression as well as the conformity to the
prevailing cultural trends are further discussed.

The writer also suggests that a further study of these
literary works should be taken up especially along the line of

literary criticism and comparative literature.
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
