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CHANANPORN NARONGTHIP: EFFECTS OF ORGANIZING THAI READING

ACTIVITIES BY USING SQP2RS STRATEGY ON READING COMPREHENSION

AND LITERATURE RESPONDING ABILITIES OF EIGHTH GRADE STUDENTS.

ADVISOR: ASST. PROF. PORNTIP KHEANGKHAN, Ph.D., 160 pp.

The purposes of this research were to study and compare effects of
organizing Thai reading activities by using SQP2RS strategy and Thai reading
activities by using conventional instructionon on reading comprehension and
literature responding abilities growth of eight grade students. The subjects were 78
eight grade students in a semester 2 academic year 2013 at Hongsonsuksa school
under the royal patronage in Meahongson. These subjects were divided into two
groups; an experimental group which is organized Thai reading activities by using
SQP2RS strategy and a control group organizing Thai reading activities by using
conventional instruction. There were 39 students per each group. The instruments
for collecting data were reading comprehension ability test and literature
response journal. The instruments for experiment were SQP2RS strategy lesson
plans and conventional instruction lesson plans. The duration of experiment was
eight weeks. The total was 32 periods. The collected data were analyzed by

arithmetic means, standard deviation, t-test and repeated measure ANOVA.
The results were as follows

1) Experimental group had higher reading comprehension ability after

experiment than before stating an experiment at a .05 level of significance.

2) Experimental group had higher reading comprehension ability than

control group at a .05 level of significance.

3) Experimental group had literature responding ability growth at a .05

level of significance.

4) Experimental group had higher literature responding ability growth

than control group at a .05 level of significance.
