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CHALERM JAITANG: THE INTERNATIONAL TRADE COMPETITIVENESS OF
THAILAND'S  RUBBER INDUSTRY. ADVISOR: ASSOC. PROF. PONGSA
PORNCHAIWISESKUL, PH.D., 129 pp.

This research has the objective to analyze the international trade
competitiveness of Thailand’s rubber industry. The study consists of 3 parts. The
first part is to compare comparative advantage of Thailand and competitors on all
types of rubber and articles thereof (Harmonized System). The second part is to
indicate the 4 factors of expansion or shrinkage of rubber exports values in 4
markets (China, United States, Malaysia, and Japan) by Constant Market Share
Model and analyze the competitiveness effect. The final part is to analyze
backward linkages of Thailand and Malaysia’s rubber industry on the economy by

input-output table analysis.

The study found that Thailand has comparative advantage in overall
rubber production compare with other world exporters, and has comparative
advantage in 5 types of rubber and articles thereof (HS 4001, HS 4005, HS 4007,
HS 4014 and HS 4015), which are calculated about 72 percent of total Thailand’s
rubber and articles thereof exports). The expansion or shrinkage of Thailand’s
rubber exports in the important markets (China, United States, Malaysia, and
Japan) depends on the world trade effect. However, the market distribution effect
and interaction effect can support the rubber exports. And the competitiveness
effect will increase Thailand’s market share in the long run. And Thailand lost
competitiveness in Malaysia and Japan market. Finally, the analysis of input-
output table indicate rubber planting has low backward linkages but processing
rubber production, tyre production, rubber gloves production and other rubber
product production have high backward linkages. And Thailand’s rubber industry
induces the value added in compensation of employee, operating surplus and net

export duties more than Malaysia’s rubber industry.
