The purpose of this research was 1) to examine correlations between the variables that
influence organizational commitment, pay satisfaction, work challenge, and job stability towards
organizational commitment and 2) to compare the difference of influence of pay satisfaction,
work challenge, and job stability towards organizational commitment between generation X and
generation Y. The research used 4 measures including the pay satisfaction scale, the work
challenge scale, the job stability scale and the organizational commitment scale to collect the
data from 203 employees in organizations in the Bangkok metropolitan area.

Hierarchical Logistic Regression Analysis and further Z score results reveal that no
statistically significant differences of Beta (B) between each variable of generation X and Y

(p>.05)

However, from the Beta score there was the tendency of the results as follows:

1.1 Pay satisfaction of generation X predicted organizational commitment better
than that of generation Y (sz .20, p < .05; By = .09, p > .05).

1.2 Work challenge of generation X predicted organizational commitment better
than that of generation Y (B,= .23; B, = .21, p <.05).

1.3 Job stability of generation Y predicted organizational commitment better than
that of generation X (By = 46; sz 40, p <.01).
