Ths results of the totel ohildren of both olasses In percelving -
maternal and paternal behaviors were similar for gome scales. For
example, the sosles of "Erpraseion o¢f affectlion”, #Emotional support”
ané "Intellectusl stimulation®. The meens for middle olase fathars
and mothers were signifigsntly higher than those for the lower olaes.

Whan poparated by olesa and eex, the resulis were pimilar for
gome posles to the totel pample of publeots. This wee particularly
true for the comparison between fathers of middle and lower clabe
givle (Pable 12}. The results were oopsistent with the total
comperison (Table 11)} for the posiiive scales the meena for middle

olanna fathers wers elgnificontly higher than thoae for the lower

found to differ eignificantly at the ,01 level of signifioanca from
that for fathers of girls with t = 2,57, On the sasle "Control
through guilt*, there were no differenoss between the two groups.

As & aheok, %he suthor separated the dais from reports of
fathers from both olasses and Bexes into four peirs by controlling
claoe and grada and varying 6ex l.e. oomparison ef perceptlons towards
paternal behavior betwaen middle oluse males and females of grade 9,
then of grnde 10, and similarly for tho lover class (gsee Apperdix C).

Phe rosulta for middle ¢lase children vere not signifioantly
aiffarent, The only exception wac the oomparison for hoys end girle
ipn grade 10 om the acale of PIntallectual stimwlstion". 1o this osae,
the mean for fothers of glrle was algnifioantly higher than that of
hoys (t = 4.42F p +001), Theve wes o significant dfifference en
the secale of "Irritability”.

The results from lower cloes children varisd morc than those from
the piddle olass, Fpthers of boya and girls in grode 10 hed only one
acale whioh produced a significent differonce betwean then ot tha

.05 level of slgnifioance, Thio was the spcale of
