Sampla

The first step in securing subjeots was to obioin informntion
about edugation, income, ocoupation, atatus of caritel partners,
naotionality, ethnia bockground and religlon of mothers in randomly
selected schools in Bengkok snd Dhonburi by ueing quosticnnalres
aesking nbout this $nformation. The gacond step involved selactlon
aocording to the following oriterimi (1) subjec%s must be Thai,

{2) they st be middle or lower claso, (3) their parents must live
together and hove heen with the ohildren from infanoy up to the
present and {4) they must be studying im gradea 9 or 10 at the
pregent moment, The following definition of terms might help %o

olarify the ebove criterias-

When all of these criteria were fulfilled, the zample consisted
of 120 children equally divided aocerding to claga and pex differencas
30 in eaoh group, 60 voys and 0 girls, 41 middle cleas mothers end

60 lower clasp mothers were employsd.

Ingtrument

For questlcnnaire, uaing in this regearch, the suthor used
the ERPBI1 (Sohaefer, 1961). This inventory conaists of 26 acaloa

Binoe Theln ere noi socustomed to questionnaires, especislly
ghildren, the author used a sempling technique in selacting three
of the ten items under each aoele with three choices eaoh to make
the task less boring and to prevent errors fue tc the unfamilisrity
wvith questicnnajres, Thia was done by using the two sample 1tome
provided by Bcheafer under emch soale and selection of a third 1ten

by the shifting lots Heobnique emong the remaining eight 1tema.
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A pretest was conducted to investigata whethsr or not the
Thal translation of this inventory was understandable, For this
purpose, two groupa of twenty puplle aach in giadas ning and ten.
wore employed, Analysis Indioated that thé translated farm.ﬁaa
usable for this investigation,

The ocmpleted inventory coneiated of T8 items with tﬁ:ea
1tems undsr enuﬁ goale and three choioes in each item, The anther
finally galned twomts of queaticmmnaires, different in some words,
one for ohlldren asking how they perceliwed thelr matsrnal behavior,
the othsr for mothere asking how they btahaved towards the children .
However, both setp of guestionnaire focused on matermal behavior.

Children were ilnotruectad %o oeleot one oholce in eaoh 1tem
for maternnl behavior as well oo paternal btehavior. In thln_vay
comparisons betwaen matarnal and paternal behevior ¢ould be Lado.
Hotbara wore aleo asked to respond similarly in order to meks oom-
parisons betwesn childresn's perneptions and those of the mutpera..

In sooring the quastionnalre, the aguthor followed thq procedure
outlined by Scheaefer. For exanple, “avarx time™ had & value of 3
pointa, "some ¥imes™ 2 points and "never"™ 1 point. Sinoe thare wers
twelve popitlve scalag and fourteen negative Acales, thinm mqant that

1f subjeat geleoted "every time®" for a&ll posltive sceles and "never”
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for all negntive acalas phe would have a Boore of 150, This would
indioate that the mother hod n perception of bohaving in & favorable
way towards her chlldrenm, If subjeots were unocoperetive or unwilling
1o provide nuch inrﬁrnatiun, they might seleat "some times” for all
ttemn, In this case, the score would be 156, In addition, to make

the presentation of resulte easier to underetiand, the author cleasgifled
the 26 manr'nqncapts into 8 moler dimeaclone es suggreted by Eahaeferz.

The arrangement of items in the gusstionnalre was earrlied out
in the following ways item numbers 1, 2 and 3 were placed undsr tha

rirst scale ("Extreme mutonony")) items 4, 5 and 6 were under the
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seoond soale (“Lax discipline™), This prooedure wes continued until
items 76, 77 end 78 were placed under the twantr*ﬂi:ih acale {"Ignoring").
From the above classificaticns of ccncepis the nuthor then
separated the scales into positive end negmtive. Therefore, the ﬁoaiaa
whioh were under the molar dlmensions of "autonomy and love", "love"
and "love end control® would be st the positive aide. Tha ramaining
aoales were 8t tho negative plde. fherefura. if one groﬁp.r;uaifad _
highsr seores on the positive soalss, 1t showed that particular group
vaa mords pﬂsiti;aly perceived than the ﬁﬁher group. In contraet,
'if one group received higher scoree on the negative sosles, that
particular group wee more negatlvsly percalved than the other group,
For exampleo, on the acals ﬁf "Tntallectual etimmiaticn™ 1f -n group
of mothers received s higher accre, thie indiceted that they stimilated
their ohildren to learn more than 4id other gromp of mothers., Likewlse,
on the uualé of "Rejection", if a group of mothars cobtained a highez
goore, 1t éhnued that they rejected their children mere then 414

other group of mothera,.

fﬁ'-‘-' B i'-"'ﬂ 34 Procedure

After the data wao collected, the folliowing comperieons were
made}
{1) comparicons of perceptions towards meternal behavior of both
olegsces and cexes with sope comperiscns made hetween the same claps
but different sexes and gredes.
{2) 8imilar comparisono were done with regard to patermal behavior,
(3) Compartscns of perceptions towards maternal and patemmanl

behevior from children inm differcnt olasees wera done by controlling
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clapp and BOX.
(4} To check the accuaraey of reporis from ohildren, comparisons were
then made betwosn raports of perceptions townrds oatermal behavioxr
fyom ohildren and reports of maternal bshavicr towsrds ochildren fron
mothers by ocontrelling olesses and sexas, and
(5} Pinally the aifferences of materncl behavier towarde children
from mothors! reporte were then made through anslyses slmllax o
those for children.

The data wap statistioally anelyszed by the t-test method,
