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The purpose of this research is to examine the relationship between
adolescence sex role and ideal friend sex role. The participants were 354 1-5
Chulalongkorn University students. The instrument were self's sex role and ideal
friend's sex role. Data was analyzed by descriptive statistic Chi-square Test and
Pearson Product Moment Correlation.

Result are as follows:

1. Adolescense’s sex role are positively correlated with ideal friend's

sex role. (p<.001)

2. Male and female 's sex role are positively correlated with ideal
