*CRITICIZES OR JUSTIFIES AUTHORITY: statcments
intended to change student behavior from nonaccep-
table to accoptable pattern; bawling somsocne out:
stating why ihe teacher is doing what he is doing,
gxtreme self-reference.

NEUTRAL: statement which comprise polite formalities,
administretipge comments, verbalim repetition of somc-
thing that has alrcady bheen said.
