The purposes of this study were to examine Perceived Organizational Justice
(POJ) and Empowerment (EM) as mediators of the relationship between Leader-
Member Exchange (LMX) and commitment among nurses. Participants were 436 nurses
from public hospitals in Kamphaeng Phet province. Data were collected using a paper-
based questionnaire. The results from Structural Equation Modeling (SEM) analysis
using LISREL indicated that the first model (POJ as a mediator) yielded an acceptable
fit (X*(27, N = 436) = 86.78, p = 0.00, GFI = 0.96, AGFI = 0.92, CFl = 0.98, RMSEA = 0.07)
with POJ as a mediator between LMX and commitment to organization. While the
second model (EM as a mediator) fit well to the empirical data (X*(64, N = 436) =
180.08, p = 0.00, GFl = 0.94, AGFI = 0.91, CFl = 0.98, RMSEA = 0.06) with EM as a
mediator between LMX and commitment to supervisor (indirect effect = .07, p < .05)

and commitment to organization (indirect effect = .32, p < .01).
