The purposes of this research were to study critical thinking abilities of mathayom suksa six students in schools under
the office of the private education commission, Bangkok Metropolis, to study critical reading abilities in English of mathayom
suksa six students in schools under the office of the private education commission, Bangkok Metropolis and to study a
relationship between critical thinking abilities and critical reading abilities in English of mathayom suksa six students in schools
under the office of the private education commission, Bangkok Metropolis.

The samples were 561 students selected by simple random sampling technique. The instruments used in this study
were Cornell critical thinking test level X which had been translated into Thai and adjusted to suit Thai students by the
researcher and a critical reading test constructed by the researcher. Each test was examined by three experts and had been
tried out to find the reliability of the test. They were .79 and .83 respectively. The obtained data were analyzed by means of
arithmetic mean, percentage of arithmetic mean and Pearson product moment correlation.

The findings were as follows:

1.Mathayom suksa six students in schools under the office of the private education commission, Bangkok Metropolis
had critical thinking abilities at the lower than minimum norm level with the percentage of arithmetic mean of 43.69

2. Mathayom suksa six students in schools under the office of the private education commission, Bangkok Metropolis
had critical reading abilities in English at the lower than minimum norm level with the percentage of arithmetic mean of 47.48

3. There were positive relationship between critical thinking abilities and critical reading abilities in English of mathayom

suksa six students in schools under the office of the private education commission, Bangkok Metropolis at the .01 level of

significance.

When we think of inventions that have improved the communication of information,
most of us think of things such as the telephone, the radio and so on. But there is one
invention that has affected communication almost as much as those inventions that
communicated voices and pictures. It is an invention improving the communication of

Samak Sundarave] has just changed the face of Thai politics. The combative,64
years old is an old hand in the confusing world of Thai elections. A loud mouth right winger,
Samak is claimed to have been in support of past military coups and was part of the
government of Chavalit Yongchaiyudh which was responsible for Thailand's economic
collapse of 1997. In the same year, Samak and his small political party did not use their
votes during the much needed, reform of the country's constitution. To sum up, he is a
political right wing dinosaur; against change and a reminder of the old days of Thai politics

which were thought to have long been thrown away in the trash can of history.

Nevertheless on July 23, Samak won the Bangkok governorship with a record
breaking one million votes, almost twice the total of the other candidates. Everyone was
shocked by the degree of his success. "It was not a surprise that Samak won but no-one
expected that he would win with such a huge margin," says Weerasak Kowsurat, an adviser

to former PM, Banharn Silapa-archa.

Explanations are hard-to find. Some suggest that as Samak nears the end of his
political career, there was a "sympathy factor," the voters in Bangkok wanting to give the old
fighter a last chance to use his experience. "Voters have known him for a long time. They

know his'work and his face." Weerasak said.

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FROM RAGS TO RICHES - J.K. ROWLING

J.K Rowling's life has not been much different from the fairy tales she writes.
Divorced, and bringing up her daughter in a tiny one bed-roomed flat she found time to
write " Harry Potter" while her daughter was taking her daily nap. With the help of an arts
grant from the Scottish Arts Council, she finished the book and sold it to publishers.
Success was immediate. "Harry Potter" won the British book award Children's Book of the
Year. Great reviews came from America and Europe and the book rights have been sold to

at least seven countries.

She got the idea for Harry while sitting on a train and it took five years before the first
book was finished. Now, she begins her fourth book, she finds it more of a challenge to
keep readers up to date with all the story developments.
