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This study was aimed at surveying the types of The Curriculum and
Instruction Development (DCID) information primary school teachers wanted to
obtain. It was also assessing the frequencies of the primary school teachers’
exposure to the DCID information through interpersonal media, mass media, and
specialized or ad-hoc media to seek relationships between certain demographic
factors (sex, age, educational background, number of years taught), and the
need to get the DCID information and the frequencies of exposure to the DCID
information. The reserch explored problems encountered by the teachers and
investigated the relationships between the amount of the DCID information
received by the primary school teachers and the feeling of necessity for

applying to teaching activities.

Results of this study might be summarized as follows:-

1. The demographic factors were not related to the desire to obtain
the DCID information.

2. The primary school teachers wanted to learn about the DCID
information with regards to teaching following the new curricula, development
of teachers’ handbooks intructional plans, measurement and evaluation, etc.

3. The primary school teachers received the DCID information
‘most often through the mass media (newspapers), followed by ad-hoc media
(instructional plans, teachers’ handbooks, curriculum documents,) etc.

4. The demographic factors were not related to exposure to the DCID
1nformatlon with the exception of, the number of years taught factor.

o Problems encountered included irregular and inadequate receipts
of curricular documents, teachers’ handbooks and instructional plans; and
instructional plans being more effective than curricular documents and
teachers’ handbooks.

6. The amount of the DCID information received positively correlated
to the feeling of necessity for applying to teaching "activities with the

exception of messages dealing with measurement and evaluation.
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
