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The purposes of this research were to investigate 1) the financial information
seeking, financial information uses, and personal financial management among different
demographic Bangkok residents 2) the correlation between financial information seeking and
financial information uses, and 3) the correlation between financial information uses and personal
financial management.

A survey research was conducted with a random sample size of 409 Bangkok
residents. The percentage, mean, t-test, One Way ANOVA and Pearson’s Product Moment
Correlation Coefficient were used to analyze the data. Statistical Package for the Social Sciences
(SPSS) Programme was employed for data processing. The results of the research found that ;

1 Bangkok residents with different demographic characteristics in sex, age, occupation, marital
status, education and income were statistically different  terms of financial information seeking.

2. Bangkok residents with different demographic characteristics  education were significantly
different  their financial information uses; meanwhile, those with sex, age, occupation, marital
status and income were not.

3. Bangkok residents with different demographic characteristics  age, occupation, education and
income were significantly different in their personal financial management: meanwhile, those with
sex and marital status were not.

4. Financial information seeking of Bangkok residents positively correlated with financial information
uses, and

5. Financial information uses of Bangkok residents positively correlated with personal financial

management.
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
