The person is a mere conditioned process in interaction with her environment and
involving the concurrence of the khandhas. There was thus no individual to refer to when
she was radically non-existent in nibbana : so her absence is something of necessity rather
than contingency. But yet there is something mystical about individual which so to speak
lies beyond the complex of processes which makes each of them. The extra is the
possibility of nibbana. But it is not as if this is something, even if in the Mahayana the
concept of the Buddha-nature sounds as if it is a kind of ingredient in the individual’s make-
up or constitution. The possibility merely signifies that in certain circumstances there is no

more rebirth and the conditioned processes are replaced by some X which is unthinkable,

indefinable.
