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The purposes of this study were to study self esteem, social support and self
care behaviors of non insulin diabetic patients in Chaophya Abhai Bhubejhr Hospital,
Prachinburi Province, and to study for the relationship between self esteem, social
support and personal factors with self care behaviors. The sample were 300 of non
insulin - diabetic patients. The questionaire which had been tested for validity and
reliability, were used for this study. The data were Analysed by using, Pearson’s
Product Moment Correlated Coefficient and the Stepwise Multiple Regression.

It was found that score of self care behaviors of non insulin diabetic
patients were at a high level. Score of social support was significantly positive in
terms of relationship between score of self care behaviors and score of self esteem at
p<0.001. However, There was no statistically significant relationship between score of
self esteem and score of self care behaviors. There was a significant reletionship
between personal factors and score of self care behaviors at p<0.05. Personal factors
included age, primary education, career which was agriculturist, carers which were
their children or parents.

The results of Stepwise Multiple Regression Analysis showed that 24.6
per cent of score’s self care behavior could be predicted by score of social support,
income 3,001-6000 bath per month, careers which were agriculturist, Employee and
Merchant,
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
