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The purpose of this study is to measure level of knowledge and attitudes of government
officials in Bangkok Metropolitan area toward Thai women’s rights under family law, and to
investigate factors affecting knowledge and attitudes toward this issue. The sampled population
are the in-service government officials who currently work in various ministries located in
Bangkok Metropolitan and vicinity areas. Through the multistage sampling, 680 government
officials are selected. The self-administered questionnaire is used to obtain information.

The frequencies distribution showed that the sampled population have moderate
knowledge and relatively neutral attitudes toward the Thai woman’s rights under family law.

The regression analysis (bivariate and multivariate) is used to investigate the
relationship between knowledge and attituces towards Thai women's rights under family law
and demographics, socio-economic and other indepencent variables. \With regard to the
analysis on knowledge and incependent variables, it is found that only two indepencent
variables; government officials' educational background, and decision making on the important
matters in the family have strong positive relationship with the knowledge at less than 0.05
statistically significance. All independent variables entered into the regression explained only
4.3 %o of the variation of knowledge, a dependent variable.

For the analysis on the relationship between attitudes toward Thai women's rights
under family law and the same set of independent variables, it is found that two independent
variables; sex (male) has negative relationship while attituces toward sex role has positive
relationship with the knowledge toward Thai women's rights under family law at less than
0.05 statistically significance. Al independent variables entered into the regression explained
only 6.3 %o of the variation of attitudes toward Thai women's rights under family law, a
dependent variable.
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
