The purpose of this research was to study the factors affecting the participation of guardians in
student development. The research variables consisted of level of participation of guardians in education
provision, capability in student development, and types of activities guardians participated in. Two types
of research methodology used in this study were quantitative method through use of questionnaires to
measure the level of participation of guardians and qualitative method through case studies. The sample
consisted of guardians in the educational district 6 covering 131 schools and 1687 people from 4
jurisdictions, i.e. (1) Municipal, (2) Office of the Private Education Commission (OPEC), (3) Department of
General Education (DGE), and (4) Office of the National Primary Education Commission (ONPEC). The
research instruments were questionnaires and interview guides. The qualitative study were conducted
with 8 case studies. Data were analyzed through use of content analysis, descriptive statistics and
regression analysis.

L The quantitative study results showed that 9 variables affecting the participation of guardians
in educational provision were able to explain 27.4% of the variance. They were (1) gender of the
guardians, (2) age, (3) relationship to students, (4) understanding of the education curriculum/teacher
methods, (5) responsible to the schools activities, (6) jurisdictions of schools, (7) satisfaction of student
characteristics, (8) work operations and school activities, (9 belief in benefit of participation in student
development. Ten variables affecting guardians capability in student development were able to explain
37.0% of variance. They were of (1) gender of the guardians, (2) age, (3) educational level, (4) number of
children, (5 relationship to students, (6) understanding of the education curriculum, (7) satisfaction of
student characteristics, (8) work operations and schools activities, (9) belief in benefit of education, and
(10) belief in benefit of participation in student development. It was also found that 46.24% of the
guardians mostly participated in extra-curriculum activities, followed by participation in other activities
and academic activities with 26.85% and 25.37%, respectively.

2 The qualitative study results from 8 case studies indicated the following 7 variables affecting
guardians’ participation in student development: (1) marital status, (2) occupation, (3) type of working
time, (4) income, (5) relationship to students, (6) responsibilities in school activities.

3. The quantitative and qualitative were synthesized and could be concluded that the following
two variables affecting the participation of guardians in education provision: (1) relationship to students
and (2) responsibilities in school activities. e
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
