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The purposes of this research were to identify and to compare the opinions of administrators,
instructors and adult learners ofthe Bangkok Non-Formal Education Centers toward instructional organization
of vocational short courses in accordance with labour force’'s needs. The opinions of this study were divided
into curriculum, instructional activities, instructional media, instructional settings, instructors and
measurement and evaluation. The samples were 36 administrators, 29 instructors and 85 adult learners of tiie
Bangkok Non-Formal Education Centers. Data were collected by using the constructed questionnaires and
analyzed by percentage, means, standard deviation, t-test and one-way ANOVA. The differences of opinions
between various groups were tested by Scheffe's Method.

The research findings were as the following:

1. The opinions of administrators and instructors toward instructional organization of vocational short
courses in curriculum, instructional activities, instructional media, instructional settings, instructors and
measurement and evaluation were at high level.

2. The opinions of adult learners toward instructional organization of vocational short courses in
curriculum, instructional activities were at moderate level and in instructional media, instructional settings,
instructors and measurement and evaluation were at high level.

3. The opinions of administrators instructors and adult learners toward instructional organization of
vocational short courses showed a significant difference at .05 level in curriculum, instructional activities,

instructional settings and measurement and evaluation.
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
