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Khon Kaen University is the first university in northeastern Thailand. Established in January 1966, It now
comprises 15 faculties with a total enrollment of 15,500 students. As most students come from other regions they need
housing accommodation to study at KKU. Today KKU has only 40 dormitories for its student, which is insufficient.
Private investors have built dorms to rent for KKU students.

This study aims to compare students living in KKU dormitories and adjacent private dormitories, Those data
are living conditions, bilding physical characteristic, and supporting facilities in the building and living uni

terms of student's general data, this study found that in KKU dorms student are mainly femele and
enrolled faculties which teaching in general times. They come from families, which have medium to low income. They
must save money and help themselves in everyday life.  private dorms, most students are mele and study in facuities
which have practiced or laboratory hours outside norml times.

terms of fiving conditions, all KKU dorms sere students with very low budgets, but the students live in a
low level of comfort because they must live 34 persons per room. They do not know each other before. — private
dorms, students must pay more, but they enjoy a most comfortable ituation alive with friend.

The KKU dormitories are constructed according to the same design about 10-12 sqm./room, the density is
too high for 3-4 persons per room. Even though KKU dorms provide full service like TV rooms, study rooms, garden
and car parking. They are insufficient to meet requirement shared.  private dorms there are a variety of architectural
styles. The room area about 16-20 sqm, big enough for 1-2 persons per room Buit private dorms provide few service
because investors provide only service proft.

Most students in the two type of dorms agree that KKU dorms are suitable for KKU students to live, but they
must be developed to better standards like private dorms.

The research concludes  that the two type of dorms are different in 3 ways (1) The objective of dorms was
established to be only student welfare, while private dorms aims mainly for profit. (2) University's dorms utilize users
need while the rent is low and maintain strict regulations. Al dorms provide Supporting facilities help promote
education quality and stucent social life, almost free of charge, provide no profit, causing low development comparing
to private investment. (3) Characteristic of user, the dlifferentiate of dorm's management lead to the dorm that is
stitable for different kind of stucents.

Researcher thinks KKU must be tum their vision about dorms because this facilities can change to be
valuable investment. KKU should find the way to make the dorms can supports its own for budgets and how can the
dorms can be the real living and leaming place for all students.
