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The purpose of this research is to study the residential environment the factors affecting the choice of
accommodation, and satisfaction with rented accommodation of students participating in evening programs at Rajabhat Institute

Chandrakasem .

The “subjects" were from various parts of the country and rented accom modation in the central area of Bangkok much
as flats and apartments. The average monthly rental rate was 2,535 Baht The average member of residents in each unitwas 2
persons. The size of the rooms rented was found to be about 16-25 square metres with a private toilet and a balcony. most
cases, a bed, telephone, wardrobe, and fan were provided by the developer. Typically, garbage disposal points, security guards,
housekeeping, canteens, grocery stores and laundries are facilities available at the residence. One problem found with living in

these places was noise from nextdoorneighbors.

The factors affecting the subjects’decision to renta room were; the rental rate, location, and room size respectively.
Concerning sexes, female students preferred the safety of shared accom modation while male students preferred freedom of living in
a rented room. Itwas found that most subjects wanted to stay in accommodation near their work place, rather than staying in a
dormitory provided by the institute. They preferred to renta room with a private toiletand balcony, furnished with a bed, wardrobe,
telephone, and dressing table. Facilities provided should include garbage disposal points, security guards, canteens, grocery

stores, and laundries.
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
