The aim of this research is to compare the residential needs of the staff at Thammasat University,
Rangsit Center and Bangkok University, Rangsit Campus. The study focuses on social, economic and
residential conditions at the present as well as other relevant problems. It also deals with housing and
environmental needs and other factors which affect these needs. The research is an attempt to identify a

guideline for housing development to respond to the needs of the staff of both universities.

According to the study, the economic and social conditions of the sampling groups in both
universities are similar. Their ages range between 26 and 45. Most of them are single. Their educational
levels range from bachelor's, master's, to doctorate degrees. Among these sampling groups, the lecturers
have had higher education than the others. They all obtained a master’s degree or doctorate. However, there
is a difference in revenue rates between the staff of Thammasat University and Bangkok University. The study

indicates that the staff of Bangkok University earn more than those of Thammasat University.

terms of the present accommodation, the study showed that most of the sampling groups have
their original dwellings in Bangkok and suburban areas. They live in an extended family, usually with their
parents. All of them suffer from public utility problems such as water supply, waste disposal and flood. Both
groups considered commuting their major problem although it is not the most critical problem and mainly

occurs for those who use public transportation.

The study found that both groups plan to buy houses near their workplace after 1999. But each
group differs in their ability to afford a new home. The sampling group from Thammasat University set their
budget for a house between 500,000 and 1,000,000 baht whereas those from Bangkok University were
1,000,000-2,000,000 baht. Both groups want a detached house with a compound. They tend to purchase
their houses from a real estate agent and take a loan from a financial institution. They demand that the
universities provide them with housing welfare in terms of low interest rate loans. Both groups prefer housing
projects which are close to their office, in a good location with a favorable environment, and convenient for

transport.
According to the study, it is suggested that the universities should provide their staff with housing

welfare. The primary factor in developing housing project is the distance from accommodation to workplace.

The style of housing and whether it is a government or private project should be secondary factors.
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
