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Rights and liberties of a person that are recognized by the constitution shall
be protected and directly bound upon the state in enacting, applying and interpreting
laws. The restriction of such rights and liberties shall not be imposed upon an
individual except by the virtue of provisions of law, specifically enacted for the
purpose determined by the Constitution and only to the extent of necessity and
provided that it shall not affect the essential substances of such rights and liberties.
Based on the concept of criminal diversion, certain laws have empowered state
agencies to apply the compulsory treatment system to a drug addict for the sake of
his smooth reintegration into society and for the purpose of public safety. However,
this inevitably impinges upon some rights and liberties of a person as recognized

by the Constitution.

The important problem arising from the enforcement of compulsory treatment
is that the relating laws, viz, law on psychotropic substances, law on narcotics and
law on narcotic addict rehabilitation, are not in accordance with the Constitution.
Therefore, the state should review and amend the relating provisions to be clearer,
in accordance with the Constitution, in order to achieve the aims of compulsory

treatment rehabilitation.
