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The purpose of this research is to study the fundamental economic, social, existed housing data and their
related problems, as well as accommodation plan for Taxi and Tuk-tuk drivers in Bangkok Metropolis necessary for

proposing appropriate guidelines for housing development.

The research sampling group is 346 of Taxi Drivers and-52 Tuk-tuk Drivers, as a total of 398, in Bangkok
Metropolis using questionnaires with Accidental Sampling method. The study area is divided into three zones; the inner

district, the middle district, and the outer most district.

The outcome of the research indicates that most chauffeur are male aged between 25-35 years old and have
at least a compulsory education They are the native of the Northeast provinces of Thailand, however, have been moved
to Bangkok for more than 20 years. These chauffeur will go back to their legal resident during the agricultural season. The
average monthly income and expenses per family are approximately 9,001-12,000 baht and 6,001-9,000 baht, respectively.
Most of the cars they used are rented at 401-500 baht per shift. They live with their wives and childrens in rental houses
at a monthly rate of 1,000-2,000 baht. Their houses are located within 3 kilometers from or 30-minute travelling time to
the garage. Primary problem for these chauffeur is the low level of income from their profession, therefore no money left
for savings. Another problem is about the dwelling. They need rental houses during their temporary stay in Bangkok
because most of them plan to go back to their legal resident after finishing their profession. Just only few of them decide

to move to bangkok permanently.

From the research, the housing assistance provided to these chauffeur are providing low rental cost, clean,
safe dwelling located near the garage, providing cheap housing for those who plan to move to Bangkok permanently and
establishing Saving Cooperative for housing to equalize their living standard to those in other professions due to The

Economic and Social Development plan.
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
