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This research is aimed at studying the effect of using philosophy based stories
children * books on the sixth grade pupils'virtue concepts. The virtue concepts consist of

diligence, economy, honesty, self-discipline, benevolence, gratitude, punctuality, unity, cooperation,
self-satisfaction, self & social responsibility, consciousness & reasonableness, humbleness,
generosity, sportsmanship, and courage & self-confidence. The population in this study are 40
sixth grade pupils of Wat Song Phee Nong Primary School, Nakorn Rachasima. They are divided
into two equal groups : experimental and controlled. Virtue concept tests and questionnaires on
their satisfaction with the stories are the researching tools. The data is analyzed through the use of
arithmetic mean, standard deviation, and t- test.

The findings are as follows :

1. The virtue concept scores of the experimental group are higher than those of the
controlled group, at the significant level .05.

2. Most pupils in the experimental group have a high level of satisfaction with the use of
philosophy based stories in children " books.

3. Of the 362 children ' books published during 1992 - 1997, 74 hooks or 20.44% convey
virtue concepts.

4, Of these 74 books, 12 books or 16.22% contain ideas about cooperation and self &
social responsibility, eight books or 10.81% about generosity, and one book or 1.35% about
economy, punctuality, sportsmanship, and courage & self-confidence.

5. Based on the philosophy based contents, the progressivism is found most accounting
for 26 books or 35.14%, second most is existentialism for 23 books or 31.08%, and the least
found is realism for one book or 1.35%. No hooks are of essentialism or experimentalism types.
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
