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The purposes of this research were to study the weliness of nursing students in
nursing colleges , under the jurisdiction of the Ministry of Public Health , and to investigate
the relationships between student affairs management and college environment and
weliness of nursing students , and to search for the variables that would be able to
predict the weliness of nursing students. The subject consisted of 604 nursing students
selected by stratified random sampling . Research instruments were student affairs
management and college environment questionnaires and students wellness test which
were tested for their validity and reliability. The response rate was 97.85%. The data was

analyzed by multiple regression.

Major findings were as follow :

1. Mean scores of wellness of nursing students as a whole and in each
dimension were at the medium level.:

2. Student discipline , student activity , student residential service , life
environment, object environment and psycho-social environment were positively and
significantly related to wellness of nursing students at .01 level.

3. Factors significantly predicted the wellness of nursing students were
psycho-social environment and life environment. These predictors accounted for 11.70%

of the varience. (RZ: .1170)
The equation was as follow: Z =0.2137 PS + 0.1808 LIFE
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
