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The purpose of this research were to study the curriculum elements and to study a feasibility
for implementation of curriculum elements. Bachelor of Nursing Science Program for Diploma Graduated
Nurses., Lao People Democratic Republic. There were 2 phases of study: Phase 1 interviewing of
24 experts in Laos. The experts were described as medical doctors, diploma nurses, nursing instructors
and educators. The percentage of 60 was used to identify the curriculum elements, Phase 2 collecting the
experts opinions toward a feasibility for implementation of curriculum elements. The opinions in level
at most and above was used to identify the feasibility. The findings revealed as follows :

The curriculum elements were composed of 1) The curriculum philosophy which focused on
3'main concepts : nursing prefession, nursing education, graduated competency. 2) The curriculum
objectives described as loyalty to country; utilization of nursing process; prevention, promotion, curative
and rehabilitative care; human relationship and collaborative with others ; ethical conduct ; teaching and
supervision on health care for people; responsible for professional and social; nursing team leader;
competence for further education 3) The curriculum structure was composed of general education and
major area of study. 4) The leaming experiences were named as assignment, lecture, clinical practice,
clinical teaching, case study, hospital practice, seminar, project presentation, field visit, group problem
solving, self study. 5) The learning eval ation were identified as subjects examination, clinical practice,
students behavior, comprehensive examination, supervisor evaluation, individual report, self evaluation,
group evaluation, o exmination.

The feasibility for implementation of five curriculum elements in total was at the most level
(X = 4.57).
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
