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The purposes of this research were: 1) to study private tutoring expenses on the private tutonng of
Pratom 6 students in Bangkok Metropolis; 2) to study variables that correlated to tutonng expenses: 3) to propose
recommendations regarding tutonng problems of Pratom 6 students. The data collections this , dy were from
parents and Pratom 6 Student academic year 2546. in total of 901, 10 in-school teachers and 5 experts The data
were analyzed by means of frequency, percentage, proportion ratio, multiple regression analysis and content
analysis. The research findings were as follow :

1) More private school students took tutoring comparing to those who did not take while public school
students took less tutoring comparing to those who took The majority o* students who took private tutoring are
girls with GPA 3.51-4.00 from a large school. Their parents graduated .. the master degree The satisfaction
reason of taking tutoring was the students obtained better understanding of instruction wnereas tne dissatisfaction
reason was tiredness. Students enrolled for classes every semester including school holidays The students
started tutonng when they were in Pratom 6. Most  them took Mathematics, English. Sciences. Thai and Social
studies subjects. According to students, the impact of taking tutoring was they had better academic record. A
number students who passed entrance examination into Secondary 1 took tutoring class much more than those
who did not take tutoring. The parents of private school students work as an employee  any private companies
with family income of 30.001-40.000 baht. These students intend to take tutonng themselves with the main
purpose to get admission into a well-known secondary school. Most ~ them study the morning and afternoon

hours per week. The average tutomg expense 1s 21.450.40 baht On the other hands, the parents of public
school students work as a state enterprise officer with family ocome of 40.001-50.000 bant. The public school
students took tutonng because their parents want them to study with the mention to study advance course. Most
ofthem study the morning 1-4 hours per week, with the average expense of 18.465.80 baht.

(2) The variables which show 0.05 level of significances are correlated to tutoring expenses. Five
vanables for private school students are parents education level, book and school supplies, school Size, school
tutoring fee and supplement reading respectively. Three variables for pubic school students are parent's
education level, school uniform and family income respectively.

(3) Recommendations for tutoring problems 1) should develop efficiency in-school teaching:
2) government should develop potential of each school and students should also pay more attention in
class; 3) should improve secondary school entrance examination system: 4) measurement and evaluation

should be connected to curriculum and 5) parents should raise more awareness in taking care of their children.
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
