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The purpose of this study was to study the effect of modeling through

illustrated stories on social interaction with peers among kindergarteners

with low social interaction.
Chosen subjects were six kindergarteners who had social interaction
with peers lesser than X - 2 S.D. during 27 minutes free-play time of the

5 days observation at Watsiripong Pre-elementary School K.M.4 Ramindra road

Bangkok.*

The experiment was devided into four phases according to ABCF control
group design. In each phase, the behaviors were observed and recorded each
day within 30 minutes free-play time. The data were then statistically

analysed by computing percentage and t-test.

Resault showed that:

1. The kindergarteners with low social interaction with peers who
saw modeling through illustrated stories showed increasing social interaction
with peers between pre-experimental and post-experimental periods.

2. The kindergarteners with low social interaction with peers who
saw modeling through illustrated stories did not show more increasing social
interaction with peers between pre-experimental and post-experimental periods

than the control group who did not see illustrated stories.
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
