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Abstract

This research aims to study the journals of Queen Victoria by analyzing problems in the
process of translating from English to Thai and planning translation method for possible
solutions in order to obtain translated text that maintains complete meaning and poetic flavor
with equivalence to the source as well as writing style of Queen Victoria’s Journal.

Text Analysis and Interpretive Approach are applied to the process of understanding
and interpreting meaning from source text while Sociolinguistics and Theory of Literary
Translation are also emphasized in the additional factors such as appropriate register to the age
and individual characteristics.

After having thoroughly studying and analyzing related theories, the outcome showed
that the translated version of Queen Victoria’s Journals is able to transfer complete and precise
meaning and also retain individual flavor of the Queen’s writing style in her journals with proper

register during her time for smooth and equivalent translated text.

Park presented a curious spectacle, crowds of
people up to Constitution Hill, soldiers, bands,
etc. | dressed, having taken a little breakfast
before | dressed, and a little after. At half-past 9 |
went to the next room, dressed exactly in my

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At 10 | got into the State Coach with the Duchess

The sight was splendid; the
bank of Peeresses quite beautiful all in their robes,
and the peers on the other side. My young train-

bearers were always near me, and helped me
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whenever | wanted anything. The Bishop of Durham
stood on the side near me, but he was, as Lord
Melbourne told me, remarkably maladroit, and
never could tell me what was to take place. At the
beginning of the Anthem, | retired to St. Edward’s
Chapel, a dark small place immediately behind the
Altar, with my ladies and train-bearers — took off my
crimson robe and kirtle, and put on the Supertunica
of Cloth of Gold, also in the shape of a kirtle, which
was put over a singular sort of little gown of linen

trimmed with lace.
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| also took off my circlet of diamonds and then
proceeded bare-headed into the Abbey; | was
then seated upon St. Edward’s chair, where the
Dalmatic robe was clasped round me by the Lord
Great Chamberlain. Then followed all the various
things; and the last (of those things) the Crown
being placed on my head which was, | must own,
a most beautiful impressive moment; all the Peers
and Peeresses put on their coronets at the same

instant.
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My excellent Lord Melbourne, who stood very
close to me throughout the whole ceremony, was
completely overcome at this moment, and very
much affected; he gave me such a kind, and |
may say fatherly look. The shouts, which were
very great, the drums, the trumpets, the firing of
the guns, all at the same instant, rendered the

spectacle most imposing.
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The Enthronization and the Homage of first all the
Bishops; then my Uncles, and lastly of all the
Peers, in their respective order was very fine. The
Duke of Norfolk (holding for me the Sceptre with a
Cross) with Lord Melbourne, stood close to me on
my right, and the Duke of Richmond with the other
Sceptre on my left, etc. All my Train-bearers etc.

standing behind the Throne.
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When Lord Melbourne’s turn to do Homage came,
there was loud cheering; they also cheered Lord
Grey and the Duke of Wellington; it's a pretty

ceremony; they first all touch the Crown, and then
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kiss my hand. When my good Lord Melbourne
knelt down and kissed my hand, he pressed my
hand and | grasped his with all my heart, at which
he looked up with his eyes filled with tears and
seemed much touched, as he was, | observed,

throughout the whole ceremony.
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After the Homage was concluded | left the Throne,
took off my Crown and received the Sacrament;
| then put on my Crown again, and re-ascended
the Throne, leaning on Lord Melbourne’s arm. At
the commencement of the Anthem | descended

There was another most dear Being present at this
ceremony, in the box immediately above the Royal

Box, and who witnessed all; it was my dearly
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beloved angelic Lehzen whose eyes | caught when
on the Thorne, and we exchanged smiles. | then
again descended from the Throne, and repaired
with all the Peers bearing the Regalia, my Ladies
and Train-bearers, to St. Edward’s Chapel, as it is
called; but which Lord Melbourne said, was more
unlike a Chapel than anything he had ever seen;
for what was called an Altar was covered with

sandwiches, bottles of wine, etc. etc.
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The Archbishop came in and ought to have
delivered the Orb to me, but | had already got it,
and he (as usual) was so confused and puzzled
and knew nothing, and — went away. Here we
waited some minutes. Lord Melbourne took a
glass of wine, for he seemed completely tired.
The Procession being formed, | replaced my
Crown (which | had taken off for a few minutes),
took the Orb in my left hand and the Sceptre in
my right, and thus loaded, proceeded through the
Abbey — which resounded with cheers, to the first

robing-room.
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And here we waited for at least an hour, with all
my ladies and Train-bearers; the Peeresses went
away about half an hour before | did; Archbishop
had (most awkwardly) put the ring on the wrong
finger, and the consequence was that | had the
greatest difficulty to take it off again, which | at
last did with great pain. At about %2 past four

| re-entered my carriage, the Crown on my head,
and Sceptre and Orb in my hands, and we
proceeded the same way we came — the crowds
if possible having increased. The enthusiasm,
affection, and loyalty were really touching, and

| shall ever remember this day as the Proudest of
my life! | came home at a little after six, really not

feeling tired.
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Got up at 4 to 9 — well and having slept well; and
breakfasted at /2 past 9. Mama came before and
brought me a Nosegay of orange flowers. My
dearest kindest Lehzen gave me a dear little ring.
Wrote my journal, and to Lord M. Had my hair
dressed and my wreath of orange flowers put on.
Saw Albert for the last time alone, as my

Bridegroom.
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At 7% past 12 | set off, dearest Albert having gone
before. | wore a white satin gown with a very deep
flounce of Honiton lace, imitation of old. | wore my
Turkish diamond necklace and earrings, and
Albert’s beautiful sapphire brooch. Mama and the
Duchess of Sutherland went in the carriage with
me. | never saw such crowds of people as there
were in the Park, and they cheered most
enthusiastically. When | arrived at St. James's,

| went into the dressing-room where my 12 young
Train-bearers were, dressed all in white with white

roses, which had a beautiful effect.
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Here | waited a little till dearest Albert’s Procession
had moved into the Chapel. | then went with my
Train-bearers and ladies into the Throne room,
where the Procession formed; Lord Melbourne in
his fine new dress-coat bearing the Sword of
State, and Lord Uxbridge and Lord Belfast on
either side of him walked immediately before me.
Queen Anne’s room was full of people, ranged on
seats one higher than other, as also in the Guard
room, and by the Staircase, — all very friendly; the

Procession looked beautiful going downstairs.
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The Flourish of Trumpets ceased as | entered the
Chapel, and the organ began to play, which had a
beautiful effect. At the Altar, to my right, stood
Albert; Mama was on my left as also the Dukes of
Sussex and Cambridge and Aunt Augusta, and

Princess Sophia Matilda.
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The Ceremony was very imposing, and fine and
simple, and | think ought to make an everlasting
impression on every one who promises at the Altar

to keep what he or she promises.
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Dearest Albert repeated everything very distinctly.
| felt so happy when the ring was put on, and by
Albert. As soon as the Service was over, the
Procession returned as it came, with the exception
that my beloved Albert led me out. The applause
was very great, in the Colour Court as we came
through; Lord Melbourne, good man, was very
much affected during the Ceremony and at the

applause.
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We all returned to the Throne Room, where the
Signing of the Register took place; it was first
signed by the Archbishop, then by Albert and me,
and all the Royal Family. We then went into the
Closet, and the Royal Family waited with me there
till the ladies had got into their carriages. | gave all
the Trainbearers a small eagle as a broach of

turquoise.
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| then returned to Buckingham Palace alone with
Albert; they cheered us really most warmly and
heartily the crowd was immense; and the Hall at

Buckingham Palace was full of people; they
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cheered us again and again. The great Drawing-
room and Throne room were full of people, of rank
even, a number of children were there. Lord
Melbourne and Lord Clarendon who had arrived
stood at the door of the Throne room when we

came in.
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| went and sat on the sofa in my dressing-room
with Albert; and we talked together there from 10
m. to 2 till 20 m. past 2. Then we went downstairs
where all the Company was assembled and went
into dining room — dearest Albert leading me in —
and my Train being borne by 3 Pages. | sat
between Albert and Duke of Sussex. My heath and
dearest Albert’'s were drunk. Albert and | drank a
glass of wine with Lord Melbourne, who seemed
much affected by the whole. Talked to all after the
breakfast, and to Lord Melbourne, whose fine coat

| praised.
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| went upstairs and undressed and put on a white
silk gown trimmed with swansdown, and a bonnet

with orange flowers. Albert went downstairs and
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undressed. At 20 m. to 4 Lord Melbourne came to
me and stayed with me till 10 m. to 4. | shook
hands with him and he kissed my hand. Talk of
how well everything went off. ‘Nothing could have
gone off better’, he said, and of the people being

in such good humor.
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Dearest Albert came up and fetched me
downstairs, where we took leave of Mama and
drove off at near 4; | and Albert alone, which was
so delightful. There was an immense crowd of
people outside the Palace, and which | must say

never ceased till we reached Windsor Castle.
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Our reception was most enthusiastic and hearty
and gratifying in every way; the people quite
deafening us; and horsemen and gigs etc, driving
along with us. We came through Eton where all the
Boys received us most kindly, and cheered and
shouted. Really | was quite touched. We only
arrived at 7. As soon as we arrived we went to our
rooms; my large dressing room is our sitting room;

the 3 little blue rooms are his; then the next little
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one his dressing room; then our Bedroom, then

my Dressing room; and then Lehzen’s rooms.
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After looking about our rooms for a little while,

Many Frenchmen
called out ‘Vive la Reine’. One could of course see
nothing, but what was high up in the Nave, and
nothing in the Courts. The organs were but little
heard, but the Military Band, at one end, had a
very fine effect, playing the March from Athalie,

as we passed along.
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The Old Duke of Wellington and Lord Anglesey
walked arm in arm, which was a touching sight. |
saw many acquaintances, amongst those present.
We returned to our place and Albert told Lord
Breadalbane to declare the Exhibition to be

We started from the usual door, going on to the
North Terrace, where we got out and went through

a covered way down the small stairs, quite quietly,
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up into the Deanery. A Guard of Honour was
mounted in the Quadrangle.

When
the procession entered to the playing of the March

in Athalie, and after Aunt Cambridge, Mary, and
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our five fatherless children (the three girls and two
little boys) came into the view, the latter without
either parent (at Vicky’s wedding they walked
before, behind and near me), | felt terribly

overcome.
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| could not take my eyes off precious little baby,
with her golden hair and large nosegay, and
smiled at her as she made a beautiful curtsey.
Everyone bowed to me. | quite overlooked Alice
coming in, looking extremely well in a violet dress,
covered with her wedding lace, and, a violet
velvet train, from the shoulders trimmed with the
miniver beloved Mama had worn at Vicky’s

wedding, Louis in the Garter robes leading her.
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Last came dear Vicky (leading little William), in a
white satin dress trimmed with ermine, etc. When
she caught sight of me, coming up the Choir, she
made very low curtsey, with an inexpressible look
of love and respect, which had a most touching
effect. There was a pause, and then the trumpets

sounded again, and our boy, supported by Ernest
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C(oburg) and Fritz, all in Garter robes, entered,
Bertie looking pale and nervous. He bowed to me,
and during the long wait for his Bride kept
constantly looking up at me, with an anxious,

clinging look, which touched me much.
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At length she appeared, the band playing Handel's
Processional March, with her eight Bridesmaids,
looking very lovely. She was trembling and very
pale. Dearest Albert’'s Chorale was sung, which
affected me much, and then the service
proceeded. When it was over, the young couple
looked up at me, and | gave them an affectionate
nod and kissed my hand to sweet Alix. They left

together, immediately followed by all the others.
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| went back to the Castle, getting out to the North
Terrace, and went upstairs for a few minutes.
Then hearing the couple were coming, | hastened
down the Grand Staircase (the first time since my
misfortune) where all the Beefeaters were drawn
up. My only thought was that of welcoming our

children, and | stepped out and embraced both
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dear Bertie and Alix most warmly, walking upstairs
next to them and past several of the guests, who

had already arrived.
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Went then with Alice over to the Dining-room, and
afterwards to the White Drawing-room, where the
young couple and all the other came, for the
signing of the Register, which took a very long time.
A family luncheon of thirty-eight followed, in the

Dining-room.
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Shortly afterwards went over with Lenchen, baby,
etc., to the other side, where all the family were
assembled, and Bertie soon appeared, then
darling Alix, looking lovely in a white silk dress,
lace shawl, and white bonnet with orange flowers.
She was much agitated and affected, and was
embraced by all her family, who were in tears;
then | once more embraced her and Bertie, with
feelings | cannot describe, and gave them my

warmest blessing.
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When | saw them go down the crowded staircase,

| hurried back to the Corridor, and from there saw
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the open carriage in which the young couple were
seated, and they stopped for a moment under the
window, Bertie standing up, and both looking up

lovingly at me.
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Then we hastened to my room, where | saw them
drive off, through the enthusiastic crowds. It was
so like our driving away twenty-three years ago to
Windsor, amidst the same crowds and shouts of
joy! Aunt Cambridge and Mary came in to wish
me good-bye, and then | drove with Lenchen
down to the Mausoleum, and prayed by that
beloved resting place, feeling soothed and

calmed.
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This very eventful day has come and is passed.

It will be very difficult to describe it, but all went off
admirably. This day, fifty years ago, | had to go
with a full Sovereign’s escort to St James's Palace,
to appear at my proclamation, which was very

painful to me, and is no longer to take place.
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The morning was beautiful and bright with a fresh
air. Troops began passing early with bands
playing, and one heard constant cheering. The
scene outside was most animated, and reminded
me of the opening of the Great Exhibition, which
also took place on a very fine day. Received many

beautiful nosegays and presents.
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As | left the breakfast-room, met the Connaught
children and little Willy of Prussia, who is a dear
little boy. Then dressed, wearing a dress and
bonnet trimmed with white point d’Alengon,
diamond ornaments in my bonnet, and pearls

around my neck, with all my orders.
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At half-past eleven we left the Palace, | driving in
a handsomely gilt landau drawn by six of the
Creams, with dear Vicky and Alix, who sat on the
back seat. Just in front of my carriage rode the

12 Indian officers, and in front of them my 3 sons,
5 sons-in-law, 9 grandsons and grandsons-in-law.
Then came the carriages containing my 3 other
daughters, 3 daughters-in-law, granddaughters,

one granddaughter-in-law, and some of the suite.
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All the other Royalties went in a separate
procession. George Cambridge rode the whole
way next to my carriage, and the Master of the
Horse, Equerries, etc., behind it with of course a
Sovereign's escort. It was a really magnificent

sight.
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At the door (of Westminster Abbey) | was received
by the clergy, with the Archbishop of Canterbury
and Dean at their head, in the copes of rich velvet
and gold, which had been worn at the Coronation.
The crowds from the Palace gates up to the Abbey

were enormous, and there was such an
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extraordinary outburst of enthusiasm as | had
hardly ever seen in London before; all the people

seemed to be in such good humour.

The old Chelsea Pensioners were in a stand near
the Arch. The decorations along Piccadilly were
quite beautiful, and there were most touching
inscriptions. Seats and platforms were arranged
up to the tops of the houses, and such waving of
hands. Piccadilly, Regent Street, and Pall Mall
were all alike most festively decorated. Many
schools out, and many well-known faces were

seen.
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| sat alone (oh! without my beloved husband, for
whom this would have been such a proud day!)
where | sat forty-nine years ago and received the
homage of the Princes and Peers, but in the old
Coronation Chair of Edward [ll, with the old stone
brought from Scotland, on which the old Kings of
Scotland used to be crowned. My robes were
beautifully draped on the chair. The service was

very well done and arranged.
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The Te Deumn, by my darling Albert, sounded
beautiful. When the service was concluded, each
of my sons, sons-in-law, grandsons (including little
Alfred), and grandsons-in-law, stepped forward,
bowed, and in succession kissed my hand,

| kissing each; and the same with the daughters,
daughters-in-law, grand-daughters, and the
granddaughter-in-law. They curtsied as they came
up and | embraced them warmly. It was a very
moving moment, and tears were in some of their

eyes.
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The procession then reformed, and we went out
as we came in, resting a moment in the waiting-
room, whilst the Princes were all getting on their
horses. The whole ceremony, particularly the
outside procession and progress, took twenty

minutes longer than was expected.

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The Sovereign’s procession started too late, which
made us, who had waited, later in leaving the
Palace, and there were many stoppages, which is

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Only at four did we sit down to luncheon, to which
all came. The King of Saxony led me in, and the
King of Denmark with Marie of Belgium sat on my
other side. After luncheon, | stood on the small
balcony of the Blue Room which looks out on the

garden, and saw the Bluejackets march past.
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After this we went into the small Ball-room, where
the present given me by all my children was
placed. Itis a very handsome piece of plate. The
Queen of Hawaii gave me a present of very rare

feathers, but very strangely arranged as a wreath
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about my monogram, also in feathers on a black

ground, framed.

| felt quite exhausted by this time and ready to
faint, so | got into my rolling chair and was rolled

back to my room.
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Here | lay down on the sofa and rested, doing
nothing but opening telegrams, coming from every
part of the country, so that they could no longer be
acknowledged, and this will have to be done

through the papers.
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Dinner was again in the Supper-room. | wore a
dress with rose, thistle, and shamrock embroidered
in silver on it, and my large diamonds. The King of
Denmark led me in, and | sat between him and
Leopold of Belgium. The King of Denmark, who is
so kind and amiable, gave out my health at dessert
saying, “l beg to propose the health of Her Majesty
- God bless her”

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The 10th anniversary of the celebration of my
fifty years Jubilee. Breakfasted with my three
daughters at the Cottage at Frogmore. A fine
warm morning. At quarter to twelve we drove to
the station to start for London. The town was
very prettily decorated, and there were great

crowds, who cheered very much.
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At Paddington | was received by Lord Cork and
other Directors of Great Western Railway. Drove
with Vicky, Lenchen and Beatrice, going at a fast
pace to the Paddington Vestry platform, where
an address was presented by the Vicar of
Paddington. Then we proceeded at a slow trot,

with a Sovereign's escort of the 1st Life Guards.
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Passed through dense crowds, who gave me a
most enthusiastic reception. It was like a
triumphal entry. We passed down Cambridge
Terrace, under a lovely arch, bearing the motto,

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| sat between the Archduke Franz Ferdinand
and the Prince of Naples. After dinner went into
Ball-room, where my private band played and
the following were presented to me: the Colonial
Premiers with their wives, the Special Envoys,
the three Indian Princes, and all the officers of
the two Indian escorts, who, as usual, held out
their swords to be touched by me, and the

different foreign suites.
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The Ball-room was very full and dreadfully hot, and
the light very inefficient. It was only a little after 11,
when | got back to my room, feeling very tired.

There was a deal of noise in the streets, and we

were told that many were sleeping out in the parks.
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A never-to-be-forgotten day. No one ever, | believe,
has met with such an ovation as was given to me,
passing through those six miles of streets. The
crowds were quite indescribable, and their
enthusiasm truly marvelous and deeply touching.
The cheering was quite deafening and every face
seemed to be with real joy. | was much moved and

gratified.
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The night had been very hot, and | was rather
restless. There was such a noise going on the
whole time, but it did not keep me from getting
some sleep. Dull early and close. Breakfasted with
Vicky, Lenchen and Beatrice in the Chinese
luncheon room. The head of the procession,
including the Colonial troops, had unfortunately
already passed the Palace before | got to
breakfast, but there were still a great many, chiefly

British, passing. | watched them for a little while.
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At quarter-past eleven, the others being seated in

their carriages long before, and having preceded
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me a short distance, | started from the State
entrance in an open State landau, drawn by eight
creams, dear Alix, looking very pretty in lilac, and
Lenchen sitting opposite me. | felt a good deal
agitated, and had been so all these days, for fear

anything might be forgotten or go wrong
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Bertie and George Cambridge rode one on each
side of the carriage. Arthur (who had charge of the
whole military arrangements) a little in the rear. My
escort was formed from the 2nd Life Guards and
officers of the native Indian regiments, these latter
riding immediately in front of my carriage. Guard
of Honour of Bluejackets, the Guards and the 2nd
West Surrey Regiment (Queen’s) were mounted in

the Quadrangle and outside the Palace.
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Before leaving | touched an electric button, by
which | started a message which was telegraphed
throughout the whole Empire. It was the following:
"From my heart | thank my beloved people, May
God bless them!" At this time the sun burst out.

Vicky was in the carriage nearest to me, not being
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able to go in mine, as her rank as Empress
prevented her sitting with her back to the horses,

for | had to sit alone.

Her carriage was drawn by four blacks, richly
caparisoned in red. We went up Constitution Hill
and Piccadilly, and there were seats right along
the former, where my own servants and personal
attendants, and members of the other Royal
Households, the Chelsea Pensioners, and the
children of the Duke of York's and Greenwich
schools had seats. St James's Street was
beautifully decorated with festoons of flowers

across the road and many loyal inscriptions.
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Trafalgar Square was very striking, and outside the
National Gallery stands were erected for the
House of Lords. The denseness of the crowds was

immense, but the order maintained wonderful.
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The streets in the Strand are now quite wide, but
one misses Temple Bar. Here the Lord Mayor
received me and presented the sword, which |

touched. He then immediately mounted his horse
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in his robes, and galloped past bare-headed,
carrying the sword, preceding my carriage,

accompanied by his Sheriffs.
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As we neared St Paul's the procession was often
stopped, and the crowds broke out into singing
God Save the Queen. In one house were
assembled the survivors of the Charge of

Balaclava
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In front of the Cathedral the scene was most
impressive. All the Colonial troops, on foot, were
drawn up round the Square. My carriage,
surrounded by all the Royal Princes, was drawn up
close to the steps, where the Clergy were
assembled, the Bishops in rich copes, with their
croziers, the Archbishop of Canterbury and the

Bishop of London each holding a very fine one.
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A Te Deum was sung; the Lord's Prayer, most
beautifully chanted, a special Jubilee prayer, and
the benediction concluded the short service,
preceded by the singing of the old 100th, in which

everyone joined. God Save the Queen was also
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sung. | then spoke to the Archbishop and the
Bishop of London. As | drove off, the former gave

out, "Three cheers for the Queen".
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| stopped in front of the Mansion House, where the
Lady Mayoress presented me with a beautiful
silver basket full of orchids. Here | took leave of

the Lord Mayor.
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Both he and the Lady Mayoress were quite émus.
We proceeded over London Bridge, where no
spectators were allowed, only troops, and then
along the Borough Road, where there is a very
poor population, but just as enthusiastic and

orderly as elsewhere.
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The decorations there were very pretty, consisting
chiefly of festoons of flowers on either side of the
street. Crossed the river again over Westminster
Bridge, past the Houses of Parliament, through
Whitehall, Parliament Street, which has been much
enlarged, through the Horse Guards and down the
Mall. The heat during the last hour was very great,

and poor Lord Howe, who was riding as Gold
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Stick, fainted and had a bad fall, but was not

seriously hurt.

Got home at a quarter to two. All the carriages that
had preceded mine were drawn up in the
courtyard as | drove in. Had a quiet luncheon with
Vicky, Beatrice, and her three children. Troops
continually passing by. Then rested and later had

tea in the garden with Lenchen.
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There was a large dinner in the supper-room, the
same as yesterday. Bertie, who sat at my table,
gave out the health of the Empress Frederick and
my distinguished guests. | walked into the Ball-
room afterwards, and sat down in front of the dais.
Felt very tired, but tried to speak to most of the
Princes and Princesses; the suites also came in,

but no one else.
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| wore a black and silver dress with my Jubilee
necklace and the beautiful brooch given me by my
Household. In the morning | wore a dress of black
silk, timmed with panels of grey satin veiled with

black net and steel embroideries, and some black
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lace, my lovely diamond chain, given me by my

younger children, round my neck.
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My bonnet was trimmed with creamy white flowers,
and white aigrette and some black lace. | left the
Ball-room at eleven. There were illuminations,
which we did not see, but could hear a great deal
of cheering and singing. Gave souvenirs to my

children and grandchildren.
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
