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This study aims to 1) Study the factors and roles of stakeholders affecting the development
of meeting destination in Thailand 2) To develop a prototype of the meeting destination’s readiness
assessment in Thailand and 3) To explore the acceptance of the government service innovations using
a web application platform to assesses the readiness of the meeting destination with the
recommendations & destination development solutions. A mixed method study was applied using

interviewed questions, focus group research and questionnaires as the research tools.

The results of the study revealed that a component analysis to group the meeting needs
characteristics consisted of six factors and 38 attributes, in which 17 are new attributes derive from
this research. Furthermore, the researcher developed the meeting destination assessment platform
using the results of 6 factors reflect the requirements from the meeting & convention organizers when
consider meeting destination. The empirical testing results were made in 6 potential meeting
destination with the excellent level of technology acceptance. It is strongly convinced that this

measure will improve the readiness level of the individual meeting destination eventually.

Lastly, the meeting destination assessment platform explored way to commercialized
under ‘Freemium’ business model. The platform was positioned as a government digital service tool
for free of charge, while the city can purchase the add on service of training and e-learing
platform. The 5 years income statement revealed the 4.08 year of payback period. The revenue
streams for the Thailand Convention & Exhibition Bureau (TCEB), the potential buyers of the platform
consisted of 2 dimensions, the revenue of 538,400 Baht within 5 years and the estimate social return-

of-investment from new meetings to be taken place that worth 5,969,100 Baht.
