This study aimed to investigate the associations between parental support for career,
peer support for career, and career identity exploration and career identity commitment, with
career decision self-efficacy playing a potential mediating role. The participants were 151

emerging adults aged between 22-30 years.

The results of the mediation analysis revealed that career decision self-efficacy did
not mediate in the relationship between parental support for career and career identity
exploration (B = .08, 95% Cl [-.006, .045]) and commitment (B = .09, 95% C| [-.012, .072]).
However, career decision self-efficacy did mediate the relationship between peer support for
career and career identity exploration (B = .13, 95% Cl| [.015, .086]) and commitment (|3 = .16,
95% CI [.013, .134]). Moreover, parental support for career (B = .25, p < .001) and peer support
for career (B = .16, p < .05) had a direct effect on career identity exploration. While parental
support for career directly influenced career identity commitment (B = .30, p < .001), peer
support for career did not have a direct influence on career identity commitment. (B =-10,p

> .05)

These findings suggest that receiving parental support for career has a direct impact
on higher levels of career identity exploration and commitment, without requiring individuals
to recognize their career decision self-efficacy as a prerequisite. Conversely, when individuals
receive peer support for career, they are more likely to develop their sense of career decision

self-efficacy and engage in career identity exploration and commitment.
