This survey study is aimed to investigate: 1) personality traits (namely
element trait and compound trait), trait superstition and consumer behavior (namely
astrology, negative superstition, good luck charm, gambling interest, promotional
game, and lottery interest) of first jobber consumers, and 2) influences of personality
traits and trait superstition on first jobber consumers’ behavior. Online questionnaire
was used to collect data from 400 participants, aged 23 — 29 years old, graduated
with bachelor’s degrees, and having current jobs. The findings showed that element
traits, including need of material, need of body resource and emotional instability,
significantly influence trait superstition. For compound trait, present time focus
significantly influence trait superstition. In addition, trait superstition significantly
influences consumer behavior in all six aspects, namely belief in astrology, negative
superstition, good luck charm, gambling interest, promotional game, and lottery

interest, with the highest influence on the astrology one.
